DID YOU KNOW???

People in the U.S...
o throw away enough glass bottles and jars every two weeks to fill the World Trade Center towers.
o use enough cardboard each year to make a bale as big as a football field and as high as the World Trade Center towers.
o throw away enough aluminum every three months to rebuild our
entire commercial air fleet.
Alaskans generate 6 Ibs. of trash per person each day. The national average is 3.5 Ibs.
Anchorage residents diverted 21,584 tons of waste from the landfill through recycling valuable resources.
The energy saved from recycling one aluminum can will run your TV for 3 hours.
There are about 1,000 milk jugs and other bottles in a recycled plastic park bench!
The average person in North America uses 250 kg of paper each year. If they recycled it, each person would save about 4.6 average-sized trees. How long does it take things to break down. Well, tin takes 100 years, aluminum takes 500 years and glass takes a million years. It takes 5 - 2 liter PET bottles to make ...
o   1 square foot of polyester carpet
o an extra large t-shirt
o  filling for a ski jacket
It takes 2 plastic soft drink bottles to make enough polyester fiber for a baseball cap.
When 1 ton of newsprint is recycled, 3 cubic meters of landfill space is saved and 13-17 trees are spared!
When you recycle one glass bottle, you save the amount of energy needed to light a 100 watt bulb for 4 hours.
Q: How many 2 liter PET bottles does it take to make 1 sleeping bag? A: 35.
Recycling aluminum takes only 5% of the energy needed to manufacture it from raw material.
A stack of newspaper, collected for recycling and piled one meter high, saves a 10 meter tall evergreen tree. Paper takes up as much as 50% of all landfill space. Garbage in landfills does not decompose quickly because the contents are tightly packed and covered.. 113,000 cans are recycled per minute in America. A fifteen year old tree produces only 700 grocery bags. You can recycle your old phone books at the Anchorage Recycling Center.
Every day, Americans churn out 3.5 pounds of garbage. If lined up bumper to bumper, a string of garbage trucks hauling the nations daily waste could reach halfway to the moon.
