These instances are happening
all over the State of New York and could impact Monroe County in the near future.

With Veterans buried in almost every cemetery in Monroe County, the vandalism of
these cemetery plots is unacceptable. Senate Bill 283 and Assembly Bill 2906, co-sponsored by
State Senator Ted O’Brien and sponsored by Assemblyman Joe Morelle respectively, makes the
desecration of a veteran’s grave a class E felony with additional penal provisions. The bill, which
has already passed in the State Senate, criminalizes the vandalism of veterans’ gravesites and
provides law enforcement with a tool to prosecute offenders.

As residents of Monroe County and citizens of the United States, we must do everything
in our power to protect the honor of our veterans. Therefore, [ urge you to join in memorializing
the New York State Assembly to pass and Governor Andrew M. Cuomo to sign Assembly Bill
2906 to criminalize the desecration of a veteran’s grave.

Governor Cuomo cites New York’s high rate of
recidivism as a driving force behind this program; however, he recognizes that the drop in
recidivism could be minimal.

In
consideration of the many parents and students in Monroe County who are dealing with these
incredible student loan burdens, I urge you to join in memorializing the New York State
Legislature to oppose the any spending which would provide free coliege education to prisoners.

Honorable Legislators:

A woman’s ability to receive primary health care and family planning services should not
be a privilege. However, this could be the reality for millions of women if H.R. 217, the Title X
Abortion Provider Prohibition Act is passed. This proposed bill would have devastating effects
on both men and women and could lead to far greater health crises.

The purpose of this bill, according to House Republicans such as co-sponsor and local
Congressman Thomas Reed (R-Corning), is to prohibit any federal family planning assistance to
any entity that performs abortions. However, the removal of federal funding from such health
care facilities would actually deny women the ability to receive life-saving care.

One such provider, Planned Parenthood, has written extensively on this harmful bill and
the effect it would have on its patients. Planned Parenthood estimates that 3 million men and
women visit their clinics annually. Of those 3 million, 97% visit for health care services such as
annual exams, breast cancer screening, cervical cancer, and contraceptives. They also obtain
health education and are assessed for hypertension and diabetes. These services could not
continue if federal funding is prohibited.

Advocates for women’s health have argued that this bill falsely gives the impression to
the public that it would reduce the number of abortions performed nationally. According to the
National Women’s Law Center, H.R. 217 would not reduce the need for abortion or address
taxpayer funding of abortions. Instead, it threatens the health of lower income women who turn
to Title X clinics for preventive health care, family planning and cancer screening.



Therefore, I urge you to join me in memorializing the United States Congress and
President Barack Obama to oppose H.R. 217, the Title X Abortion Provider Prohibition Act.

Search and Rescue Grant Program, for the period of November 12, 2013 through December 31, 2014.

The New York State Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Services provides funding to
support Monroe County’s effort to continue development of technical rescue capabilities for the
community. The intent of this grant is to promote regional partnerships using local agencies for all
technical rescue training and field operations. This program directly supports the on-going activities of
the Monroe County Special Operations Unit Work Group which is focused on organizing these types of
special capabilities as a single response entity in the community.

Specifically, this grant will enhance the ability to respond to structural collapse, trench, rope,
confined space, swift/ice/cold water rescues and hazardous material responses and mitigation. This is the
fifth year the County has received this grant. This year’s funding represents an increase of $140 from Jast
year.

Services for Supervision and Monitoring Costs of the Ignition Interlock Devices
Program

Honorable Legislators:

I recommend that Your Honorable Body accept a grant from the New York State
Division of Criminal Justice Services, in an amount not to exceed $176,225, for reimbursement
of supervision and monitoring costs of the Ignition Interlock Devices Program, for the period of
October 1, 2013 through September 30, 2014.

This grant provides funds to defray the costs of implementing Leandra’s Law and the
supervision and monitoring of probation and conditional discharge cases that include an Ignition
Interlock Device (IID). A component of Leandra’s Law is that, as a part of the sentence in all
driving while intoxicated (DWI) convictions, an IID must be installed on all vehicles owned or
operated by an offender. IID's are breath-testing devices attached to the vehicle's ignition
system, and the operator cannot start the car without blowing a successful Blood-Alcohol-
Content test. The operator must also submit to 'rolling retests' as the car is driven. An installed
camera allows confirmation of the driver’s identity.

Monroe County will be reimbursed for each court order that requires IID installation and
monitoring. Reimbursed costs include a portion of the salaries and benefits of Probation Officers
and other staff who monitor DWI offenders. New York State anticipates that Monroe County
will receive 1,600 cases per year that include IID’s. This is the fourth year the County will
receive this grant. This year’s funding represents a decrease of $11,588 from last year’s
reimbursement.

Honorable Legislators:

I recommend that Your Honorable Body amend the 2014 Capital Budget and Bond Resolution 328
of 2012 to provide an increase in funding and authorize a contract with C.P. Ward, Inc., in the amount of
$549,050 for construction services, for the Preventive Maintenance Bridges/Rustic Rail Replacement
Project in the Towns of Brighton, Perinton, Parma and Pitisford.

This project involves the preventive maintenance repairs and rustic rail replacement for four (4)
bridges. The work to be performed are element specific repairs and will include replacement of bridge
joints, replacement of bearings and pedestals where warranted, concrete deck and substructure repairs and
replacement of rustic guide rail. There are currently insufficient funds available for the project due to
increased costs since it was initially programmed in the Capital Improvement Program. The bid analysis
revealed that the engineer's estimate was below the average bid prices for several items, but particularly
for many small quantity items. Further, the work is in four (4) different locations so additional
construction costs will result but were not considered when looking at the estimate. Last, the construction
inspection costs were also increased to lengthen the inspection period from three (3) to four (4) months
and to include additional materials testing. These increases result in an additional $125,000 over the
project budget. The total estimated project cost is now $777,000.

Major funding will be provided from Federal and State Aid in the amount of approximately 95% of
the project cost with overall project administration by Monroe County.

I recommend that Your Honorable Body authorize a contract with KCI Engineering of New York,
P.C., in the amount of $42,326.59, for engineering services, for the Rustic Rail Replacement Project in
the Towns of Brighton, Parma, Perinton and Pittsford.

This project will involve replacement of the existing rustic guiderail system at eight (8) locations
with new galvanized guiderail. The project addresses a requirement issued by the New York State
Department of Transportation that all rustic guiderail within the State be replaced by 2017. The current
total project estimate is $375,000.

Several consultants were considered, with KCI Engineering of New York, P.C. rated the most
qualified for this project. KCI Engineering of New York, P.C. proposes to provide these services in the
amount of $42,326.59.

A cost breakdown of these services is as follows:

The funds will be used to support the existing
contract with Visiting Nurse Service of Rochester and Monroe County, Inc.  The funds may also support other program
related expenses, including partial funding for existing positions, administrative support, training, printing and supplics.

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At the sole discretion of the County, the above organizations will be responsible for certain facets
of their event(s), including, but not limited to: security, site containment, traffic, off-site parking,
accounting of ticket sales, a certificate of insurance, clean up and repair, if necessary. If vendors will be
on site at these events, the organizations are required to apply for and receive approval for single day
Special Sales Permits. The Parks Department requires the associated vendors to supply a copy of health
department permit(s) and liquor license(s). In addition, these organizations are responsible for any
associated special usage applications and fees, and lodge and shelter rental fees.

The specific legislative actions required are:

Authorize the County Executive, or her designee, to execute a contract, and any
amendments thereto, with Gay Alliance of the Genesee Valley, 875 E. Main Street, #500,
Rochester, New York 14605, for the annual Gay Pride Picnic, in Genesee Valley Park on
July 20, 2014, with 5% of each ticket sold to be deposited into the Monroe County Parks
Department budget.

Authorize the County Executive, or her designee, to execute a contract, and any
amendments thereto, with Ten Ugly Men, Inc., 1364 Highland Avenue, Rochester, New
York 14620, for the Ten Ugly Men Festival in Genesee Valley Park on July 26, 2014,
with 5% of each ticket sold to be deposited into the Monroe County Parks Department
budget.

Authorize the County Executive, or her designee, to execute a contract, and any
amendments thereto, with the Springut Group, Inc., 97 Park Avenue, Rochester, New
York 14607, for the Summer 2014 Concert Series in Highland Park for no more than five
(5) concert dates scheduled from June 1 through September 30, 2014, with 5% of each
ticket sold to be deposited into the Monroe County Parks Department budget.

Authorize the County Executive, or her designee, to execute a contract, and any
amendments thereto, with the Springut Group, Inc., 97 Park Avenue, Rochester, New
York 14607, for the Big City BBQ and Blues Festival in Highland Park on July 10
through July 13, 2014, with 10% of each ticket sold to be deposited into the Highland
Park Trust Fund.

Authorize the County Executive, or her designee, to execute a contract, and any
amendments thereto, with Roc City Rib Fest LLC, 44 San Gabriel Drive, Rochester, New
York 14610, for the ROC CITY Rib Festival in Ontario Beach Park from May 23 through
May 26, 2014, with 10% of each ticket sold to be deposited into the Genesee Valley Park
Trust Fund.

Authorize the County Executive, or her designee, to execute a contract, and any
amendments thereto, with Rotary Foundation of Brockport, Inc., P.O. Box 150,
Brockport, New York 14420, for the Brockport Rotary BBQ & Music Festival in
Northampton Park from June 20 through June 22, 2014, with 10% of each ticket sold to
be deposited into the Monroe County Parks Department budget.

Environmental assessments were completed for these contracts and it was determined that there
would be no significant effect on the environment.
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These contracts are revenue generating and no net County support is required in the current
Monroe County budget.

The Gay Alliance of the Genesee Valley, Ten Ugly Men, Inc., and the Rotary Foundation of
Brockport, Inc., are not-for-profit agencies, and the records in the office of the Monroe County Treasury
have indicated that they do not owe any delinquent Monroe County property taxes.

The records in the Office of the Monroe County Treasury have indicated that neither The
Springut Group Inc., nor its principal officer, Jeff Springut, President, owe any delinquent Monroe
County property taxes.

The records in the Office of the Monroe County Treasury have indicated that neither Roc City
Rib Fest LLC, nor its principal officers, Brian Wemett and Todd Krupa, owe any delinquent Monroe
County property taxes.

I recommend that this matter be referred to the appropriate committee(s) for favorable action by
Your Honorable Body.

Honorable Legislators:

[ recommend that Your Honorable Body authorize an in rem tax foreclosure proceeding against the
delinquent properties contained in the List of Delinquent Taxes and Properties attached hereto.

These are all of the properties affected by unpaid tax liens held and owned by the County of Monroe
for a period of one (1) year or more from the date on which the said properties affected by said tax liens were
sold, and all other transcripts of the delinquency affecting the parcels enumerated. These parcels are of
sufficient delinquency to be foreclosed under the provisions of the Monroe County In Rem Tax Foreclosure
Act.

The specific legislative action required is that the Legislature of the County of Monroe authorize and
direct that foreclosure proceedings in rem be conducted and consummated by separate and individual action

against the properties listed therein.

An environmental assessment was completed for “in rem tax foreclosure no. 139" and it was
determined that there would be no significant effect on the environment.

No additional net county support is required in the current Monroe County budget.
