· Current issues include simulcast overlap and inbound portable coverage
· It is important for radio programming to be done correctly. (Make sure that reverse-burst or turn-off code is enabled)
· Motorola portables and mobiles (from the Astro25 Series Line, including the PR1500) running firmware older than 8 will find problems using narrowband with DPL. We STRONGLY recommend that each agency work with their radio vendor to identify these radios.
· Radio Equipment should be serviced yearly for optimal performance
· Squelching problems might be equipment related. Motorola HT1000 radios are recommended to use Carrier Squelch for RECEIVE if interference is not an issue. Again, work with your radio vendor to resolve any equipment related issues.
· Radio Center is still tracking coverage issues
