NARROWBAND CONVERSION COMMITTEE

     All have received a copy of draft 1.5 of the conversion report. A review of the history and timeline of this draft followed. We are currently working on final information on channel naming, DPL codes and frequency charts for the plan. Gates Fire and Perinton Ambulance are slated as the Primary Dispatch Back ups as per the County wide plan and are expected to handle the dispatching during the transition timeframe. County wide radio coverage will suffer as a result of the single source transmission site and we fully expect that areas farthest away from the primary dispatch transmitters will suffer some coverage issues. (ie. first batt. may be mobile coverage only,  portables may be spotty at best. Rich Verdow added that there is a possibility that we can maintain dispatching at ECD and a plan is being reviewed. 


A meeting specifically for the Narrowband Transition for all agencies will be held in May. A date will be firmed up at the next meeting.
