 You will be informed by mail if you pass or fail the exam. There will be a special review class 

and a make-up exam for anyone who may need it.  

The Board of Elections CANNOT guarantee you will be working on an Election Day.  
Election Inspector Coordinators schedule Inspectors in each Town or Legislative District in the City. 

If you do not get placed with your areas Coordinator, and are flexible and willing to work where needed,  
please call the Election Inspector Training Team and ask about open placements. 

Inspectors, who successfully complete training class, pass the exam and work an Election Day will be paid $25.00 for 
attending the class AFTER the General Election. There is no pay for Optional Courses offered by the Board of Elections.
