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Sharad Jiles Found Guilty of Murder

Rochester, NY- Today, a Monroe County jury found Sharad Jiles, 30, guilty of the October 2011
murder of 29 year old Sheldon Hepburn. Jiles, who at the time was conducting a home invasion
robbery against three other individuals, shot Hepburn in the upper torso four times when
Hepburn inadvertently interrupted the robbery and struggled with the gunman. Hepburn ran into
a nearby convenience store seeking help, where he collapsed from his injuries. He was later
pronounced dead at Strong Memorial Hospital. Police, acting on information provided by
witnesses, apprehended Jiles several days later in Brighton.

In addition to the charge of murder, Jiles was convicted of First Degree Robbery and Criminal
Possession of a Weapon in the Third Degree. Robin Catalano and Michael Brezer, both of the
Monroe County District Attorney’s Office Special Investigations Bureau, prosecuted the case for
the People.

“Any verdict that holds someone like Sharad Jiles accountable and keeps him off our streets is a
victory, not just for those of us in law enforcement, but for all of the people of Monroe County,”
said District Attorney Sandra Doorley. “I am exceptionally proud of the two prosecutors
assigned to this case and I hope that today’s verdict gives Mr. Hepburn’s still grieving family
some measure of closure.”

Jiles will be sentenced by Judge Piampiano on December 6, where he faces up to 25 years to
life in prison.
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
