Ann Marie - Updates:
Preliminary Governor’s Proposals
e Expand Insurance Coverage — Require commercial health insurance to include EI service providers in
their networks
e Centralize Fiscal Oversight — The State will centralize fiscal administration of the EI program through
a fiscal intermediary contract. Counties will be relieved of responsibility for contracting with El
providers, administering provider payments and seeking third party reimbursement
e Reduce Local Costs — Counties will immediately benefit from a reduction in their share of EI program
costs. State savings will also be applied to improving the timeliness of State reimbursement of local
program costs.

A very lengthy discussion on the 3 proposals above, especially the first proposal.

Per Ann Marie the first proposal would:

1) require providers to have contracts with insurance provider to bill directly (discussion regarding what would
happen to EI & what others have experienced before with billing)

2) waiting for written guidelines from NYS DOH to changes from last bill passed

3) lots of unknowns right now

4) governor not meeting with lobbyists — parents are our biggest lobbyists

11-15 waiver — Susie Nettleton explained what that was and to read more about it go to the opwdd website.

Question: What is the timeframe on proposals?

Ann Marie — They are usually assigned a timeframe — still waiting for 2 from last year that are on “hold”

Ann Marie is having an All County conference call tomorrow (1/27) — may get more information and there is a
NYSAC meeting on Monday & Tuesday (1/30 & 1/31)

What is the best way to respond back to governor regarding proposals? — How do we get voice heard? How to
get parents heard?

Tracey — Letters to governor may need to be restructured and do it quickly — letters need to come from parents.
A petition from Stepping Stones that parents/families have signed was used as a template. Joe Morelli is very in
with Early Intervention.

Ann Marie — “Marry” rates with first two (2) proposals. Focus needs to be on how to respond to the proposals.
